ANNOUNCEMENTS
SCRIP NEWS
Just last quarter (September 16-December 15), 193 families used Scrip and they contributed $2924.11 to the St. Anthony School operating budget.
There were 128 school families using Scrip and they saved a total of $7717.00 off their tuition.  (This includes the Meijer’s Reward program, please remember you only receive .50% for cash and debit purchases, and 1% for all of your Meijer credit card purchases.)

There were 26 families using their Scrip saving for Catholic Secondary tuition reduction and they saved a total of $1724.83.
