SCRIP NEWS
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Scrip pick-up will be on Holy Thursday from 5:45 to 6:45 pm, we will then close for the Spring Break holiday, and we will reopen on Monday, April 12th.  Dr. Fogle, DDS, and Dr. Young, DDS, payments are due that day.
Just last quarter (Dec. 16-Mar. 15) 204 families used Scrip and they contributed $3727.88 to the St. Anthony School operating budget.

There were 139 school families using Scrip and they saved a total of $8057.37 off their tuition.  (This includes the Meijer’s Reward program, look at the last date of each month.)

The Education Commission plays a critical role in the various education programs at St. Anthony of Padua Parish, including Adult Education, the Religious Education Program, and St. Anthony of Padua School.  The Education Commission acts as a “sounding board” for the administration of the various educational programs offered through St. Anthony of Padua Parish.  

The Education Commission is responsible for:

· Establishing goals for a total Catholic education.

· Developing, revising, and supporting policies for the parish’s educational needs.

· Acting as a liaison to other parish organizations.

· Promoting unity among parishioners, parents, students, and staff.

· Volunteering to work with parish, religious education, and school administrators to achieve the parish educational goals.

The Education Commission consists of 15 people including nine elected members (3 parish-at-large representatives, 3 Religious Education parent representatives, and 3 school parent representatives), one officer from Boosters, one officer from Home and School, 3 executive-official members (School Principal, School Assistant Principal, and Director of Religious Education), and Pastor.  Elected members serve 3-year staggered terms, such that one representative from each group is elected each year. 

As a member of the Education Commission, you will be expected to attend nine meetings per year and serve on a committee within the Education Commission.  Yearly Committees include Finance, Marketing/PR, Long Range Planning/School Improvement, Technology, and Policy.  We also have committees that are formed on an as-needed basis.  

In order to run for election to the Education Commission, please complete the application form on the back of this sheet and return to the school/parish office marked attn. Michelle Kershner by April 9, 2010.    Members will be selected by current Committee Members in late April and the newly elected representatives will attend their first meeting in May.
