PARENTS, PLEASE NOTE:  There were two very important pieces of information in last week’s newsletter:  the Emergency Release Form and a note on Revisions in the Immunization Requirements.  We need EVERY family to fill out the Emergency Release Form (BOTH sides) and return to our school office by tomorrow, Friday, September 10.  This form is used by the office on a daily basis and it is essential we have this information readily available (especially in the case where our office computers may be down).  It also provides us with your e-mail address which will be used to send the newsletter to your family.  Also, we need immunization records for EVERY student in Preschool, Young Five’s, Kindergarten and those SIXTH GRADE students who are at least 11 years old.   ALL new entrants to our school district this year are also required to have an immunization record on file.  IMMUNIZATION RECORDS NEED TO BE SENT INTO THE SCHOOL OFFICE ASAP.
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Tuesday, 9/14, is picture day for students in PS-2 through Grade 8.  It is a dress-up day for students – NO jeans!  PS-3 will have their pictures taken on Wednesday, 9/15.  Order forms went home with each child today.
ELECTRONIC NEWSLETTERS

WEST CATHOLIC JR. FALCON CARDS
WC Jr. Falcon cards are for students in Grades 4-8 and are used to get in FREE to designated WC sporting events (see attached schedule).  Cards will be ordered for all 4th graders and students new to St. Anthony in grades 5-8.  For any 5-8 grade students that may have lost their Jr. Falcon card from last year and would like to receive a new one, the school office must be notified by Wednesday, September 8, for an order to be placed with West Catholic.  There is a $1.00 fee for re-issued Jr. Falcon cards.  IF YOU ORDERED NEW JR. · FUNERAL LUNCHES:  All students will be provided with a balanced, nutritious lunch on days that a funeral is held in the cafeteria. We will give you notice of Funeral Lunches unless it occurs on a Monday and we aren’t notified until the weekend.

AM procedures

· St Anthony childcare opens at 7:00AM

· School supervision begins at 7:45 AM

· No students should be dropped off at school prior to 7:45

· Students dropped off before 7:45 will be taken to childcare and parents will be invoiced.

· Parents and students are asked not to gather in front of the double school doors waiting for the 8:05 bell.

· Preschool and childcare children should be walked to class

· Students in grades K-5 should wait in the gym

· Students in grades 6-8 should wait in the cafeteria

Due to our high traffic levels, crossing between cars is dangerous. Parents, your example is imperative!

Please cross only at the crosswalk!

PM procedures

· Car riders and walkers should walk out with teacher supervisors.

· Walkers and parking lot pick-ups should cross with the crossing guard.

· Car riders can ONLY be picked up in the car rider line or from a parked car in a parking spot – there are no other approved pick-up spots.

· Parents who pick-up students inside of school are asked to wait in a visible spot out of the way of student traffic.  The more comfortable students get with being picked up – parents are asked to wait further into the gathering space and out of the highly congested area.  (this move can be made after the first month or so)
